Thank you for purchasing a MUMIKRear Door iim.

This kt will contain the following Tools Required Estimated fitting time
1 x MUDBUK Rear Door Trim Panel Sharp knife or deburring tool 1.5- 2 hours

1 x Storage Net and 5fixing hole plugs Drill

2 x Long angled fixing brackets 3mmdrill bit

2 x Short Angled fixing brackets 4.5/5mm drill bit

1 x MUDBUK logo badge 6mm drill bit

2 x Grab Handle fixing boléd 2 x washers 10mm drill bit

15x If tapping screws Pozidrive/Philips headestrewdriver

12 x Plastic screw/rivets 4mm Allen Key

There will be some trimming of the plastic moulding required in order to fitghosluct due to theadjustment movement imoor locks/strikers and hinges
2 S NBO2 YYSy Rpelcrafikifé or debuBringool for plastizimming. A haléround file would be useful too.
When fitting to a Series door there will be some additional trimming required. W5 NBYY St Q (G22f FyR | FAES I NB dzaaST¥

Remove original door trim.
Place MUBUK door trim
onto door and align edges.

2

Check the molding for
clearance around theear
door hinge fasteners.
Because the positioning of
the hinge is adjustable you
may need to trim the plastic
trim to clear thenuts

3
Check clearance around the
door check strap.

When fitting to a Series
vehicle you may need to
trim a larger section of the
plastic away in order to
clear the Series style rear
door check strap

4
Check the door handle and
the lock mechanism butin
operatefreely.

Trimor file the plastic
moulding where necessary.

5
Check the clearance arounc
the lock and strikerand trim
where necessary.

Once you are satisfied that
the trim sits square on the
door mark around the edges
of the trim with a pencil.




7

The longer pair of angled
fixing plates fix to the lower
portion of the door. Position
the fixing plates to the
inside of your pencil outline
allowing for the thickness of
the trim panel.

8

Position and drill the fixing
holes in a rustfree area of
the door frame! Use 8mm
drill for the fixing screws
Enlarge the holes in the
brackets with a 4.5/5mm
drill to allow the fixing
screw to pass through the
bracket

9

Fix the angled mounting
brackets into the door
frame using the stainless
steel screws provided

10

Repeat the process for the
upper fixing points using the
smaller of the angled
mounting plates.

11

Note how the upper fixing
plates fix to the door
tapering inwards to follow
the rear door outline

12

Place the door onto the
mountings and double
check clearances around thj
door handle, striker etc.




13

Mark the position of the
door handle onto the
plastic trim and drill a
10mm hole for the grab
handle fixing bolt. Ensure
the bolt hole aligns with
the rivnut in the door
frame.

14

Once you are satisfied the
door trim fits snugly
around the mounting
frame you can now begin
to secure the panel.

Using aémm drill bit drill
through the plastic trim
into the angled brackets.

15
Push the plastic fastener
through the hole

16

There is no need to screw
the fasteners into the
fixing brackets

17

Use the handle end of a
hammer or a large
screwdriver and simply
push thehead of the
plastic screw/rivet fixing to
secure

18

Fix the lower portion of the
trim panel to the door
frame using the same
fitting technique with the
screw/rivets. Remember to
attach to a solid rustfree
section of the door frame




19

Refit the grab handle
using the new socket
headed bolt provided. Useg
admm hex Allen key.

20

Fix the seHadhesive MUD
logo to the recessed
portion of the door trim.

21

You can fit the net when
the door trim is in place or
before you install the trim
onto the door. Use fixing
point at the bottom of the
net as a guide to find the
centre line

22

Mark the central fixing
location with a bradawl or
similar sharp pointed tod

23
Drill through the trim
using a3mmdrill bit

24

Reposition the net over the
fixing hole and sew the
net into the door panel
with the supplied screws.
Align the other screw holes,
mark and drill

Plug thefixing holes with
the plugs provided

Push the plugs flusinto
the net framewith the end
of a screwdriver
